One of the treasured objects from my childhood is a small
mosaic cross. | remember making it as a craft project in VBS
or Sunday School, when | was a little boy growing up at my
home church. | keep this cross on a shelf in my office, but it
also has a special place in my heart.

My mosaic cross is simple and uncomplicated. It has no place
in an art museum, to be sure. It does, however, remind me of
a fundamental truth about the church of Christ on earth — and
especially about Hope Lutheran Church.
